Joan Fox reported on miscellaneous activities:    

· Cossitt Library is getting ready for circulation info on the computer.  An “in transit” message still needs to be created for the computer – for books checked in but in transit from library to library.

· Events calendar for July and August Library programs was distributed. 

· This Wednesday evening, Friends of the Cossitt Library will celebrate their 50th year.

· A list of borrowers has been started for the new Harry Potter book coming out soon.  Based on the list, books will then be ordered and are expected to arrive mid July.

Old Business

· No meeting will be held in August.

· A resignation letter has been received from Paul Willis, noting the effective date as August 1, 2007.  Books will be purchased in his honor for both libraries.  The Republican Town Committee has been notified of this resignation.  L. Lochhead has had one name mentioned to her as a possible replacement.  

· L. Lochhead spoke with D. Lydon regarding the plans for a possible expansion of the Granby Public Library (GPL).  Neither D. Lydon nor D. Rowles are interested in being Chairman of this committee.  Hopefully someone with an architectural background and a member of the present Library Board can be found to serve as members of this committee.   To start with, a  “needs profile” should be created and presented to the Board of Selectmen.  

Discussion ensued as to forming a sub-committee now to accomplish this task.  Names presented as possible committee members included: Al Wilke, Guy Hesketh, Dave Russell and Bill Kennedy.  Points for discussion could be:  1.) What are the needs of the Library for the collection of books?  2.) Should an addition go up (creating a two story building) or out, or should a new building be built in another location?  3.) How would an expansion like this affect the Cossitt Library?  If the Granby Public Library were to be expanded, would there still be a need for two libraries in town?  4.) Is the expansion for the collection of books and/or for meeting/conference rooms, or both?

The Board is anticipating questions as to the idea of Cossitt Library being closed if an addition to GPL moves forward.  It would need to be determined if it is feasible to keep both locations open.  Also, if Cossitt Library were not used as a Library, what could it be used for?  Possibly meeting rooms for Board and Committee meetings or storage. Apparently major upgrades would be necessary, including the installation of an elevator, if the building were to be used as office space.   

The availability of Grants would be looked into to help with funding an addition.  There was talk about the projected growth of the town in regards to the need for more space at the Library.  

Suffield, Simsbury, and Windsor are going through or have recently gone through such changes and would be a good source of information.  

L. Lochhead will contact Bill Kennedy to see what information he has gathered.  

· The comment was made about operating costs at Cossitt Library being much higher than at GPL.  It was asked if the books at Cossitt are duplicates of books at GPL, and J. Fox responded, not necessarily.  She said she would estimate however, that about 75% of the magazines are duplicates.  

New Business   

L. Lochhead and J. Fox had a printed page regarding State Statutes for Libraries and cleaning up the wording, etc.  It was not discussed at this time. 

Adjournment

ON A M0TION by D. Rowles, seconded by C. Bressor, the Board voted unanimously (5-0-0), to adjourn the meeting at 8:16 p.m.
