Old Business

     Board Vacancy

· Lisa Blessis will join the Library Board.  She will replace Paul Willis.

Expansion Plans

· The subcommittee meeting was held last week.  L. Lochhead reported that grants were discussed, and information was gained.   The state may give up to 1/3 of the cost of the project – not to exceed $500,000.  The next steps to take were discussed and the sequence of events needs to be customized.  J. Fox will put together the space requirements.  The starting question is whether to add on to the existing building or build a new building elsewhere.  The space needs to be projected for the next 20 years.  L. Lochhead will make an appointment to talk with Town Manager William Smith and First Selectman John Adams.  She will present the information she has to date and explain the upcoming plans, so far.  One question for the town is if they might plan someday to use the present Library building for Administration office space.   If that were the case, then building a new Library elsewhere may be a good idea.  The Library Board would like the Board of Selectmen to commit to funding the initial Architect cost.  

Volunteer Recognition Tea

· S. Ball reported that invitations have been mailed and she is looking for volunteers to bring finger food.  She also asked for tablecloths, pitchers, and serving trays.  Music and a floral centerpiece were also discussed.   Volunteers should be there one hour before the Tea.  

2008 Meeting Schedule

· L. Lochhead provided all members with a meeting schedule for 2008.  

Marty Council gave J. Fox two DVD’s that discuss National Security Letters.  One is for Cossitt Library and one is for Granby Public Library.

New Business   

Circulation Policy

J. Fox reported that this policy needs revisions and updating.  She handed out a printed page of proposed changes to the members.  Each item was briefly discussed.  Age limit for youth was discussed in a bit more detail.  The Board members will review these suggestions and discuss further at another meeting.  J. Fox hopes to have this in place by January 2008.

Reappointments

Elaine Jones will not request re-appointment when her term expires in January 2008.  L. Lochhead’s term also expires in January 2008, but she is choosing to continue as a board member.  L. Blessis will fill the term for P. Willis and seek re-appointment in January 2008.
