MINUTES
ON A MOTION by Mrs. Locke, seconded by Mr. Van Nostrand, the commission approves (4-0-0) the
minutes of the June 11, 2014 meeting with the following changes:

e Under item 2 (Notice of Violation) in the first paragraph the sixth sentence should read: The
images show clearly trees have been removed from designated wetland area since 2010.

e Under item 2 (Notice of Violation) in the second paragraph the third sentence should read: Mrs.
Zhovkliy explained the property had old tires, bottles and junk before her husband cleaned it up.

e Under item 3a. (Permit Applications) the third sentence should read: Mr. Askew stated they
need to wait 14 days after the date of receipt.

e Underitem 4a. (Request for Review) the fourth sentence is to be deleted.

e Under item 4a. (Request for Review) sentence six should read: She explained that there had
been weather related damage and that loose wood and fallen trees were removed.

® Underitem 4a. (Request for Review) the tenth sentence is to be deleted.

e Underitem 4a. (Request for Review) in the third paragraph in the third sentence the word wash-
sand should be changed to washed-sand. The fourth and fifth sentences are to be deleted and
the sixth sentence should read: Mr. Askew stated that this matter would require a full review.

e Under Any Other Proper Business in the third paragraph the name is Brennan, not Brent.

* The last sentence in the paragraph addressing 285 Mountain road should read: Based on his
review, Mr. Askew stated that the proposed activities appear to be “permitted as a right” under
the Agriculture Exemption.

¢ The accompanying motion to 285 Mountain Road should read: ON A MOTION Aurelle Locke,
seconded by Craig Perry, move to find the activities are exempt as an agricultural activity by Mr.
Sheahan. (5-0-0)
