Minutes

The Board reviewed the meeting minutes of December 10, 2012.  

ON A MOTION by D. Lydon, seconded by J. Pizzanello, the Board voted unanimously (6-0-0) to approve the minutes of the December 10, 2012 meeting as recorded.  

Public Comment

Mrs. Sullivan apologized for not being at last months meeting at Cossitt Library (with the key), therefore necessitating that the meeting be moved to GPL.  She stated if there were a keypad entry at Cossitt Library, access would have been possible.  It was noted that there is a need for better lighting at the back steps at Cossitt Library.  It’s a safety issue.

Ms. Marszycki reviewed the statistics for both libraries.  She also noted there are 94 “Likes” on Facebook, 471 hits on Blog in December, and 3,575 Pageviews on Blog since its inception (March 2012).

· Staff changes – Robin Bennett recently resigned.  There are two new part-time staff for circulation and a third candidate has been re-interviewed.  These are 8.5 – 12 hrs/week positions.

· Ereader training of staff and tutoring of patrons has begun.  Teen tech tutor recruitment will continue in February.  

· Sunday programs – all Sundays are booked except for one.  Programs include CT Children’s Author, Janet Lawler who will talk about the writing process and answer questions about the life of an author; Judy Handler and Mark Levesque who will share world rhythms with a blend of Brazilian swing, gypsy, classical, and folk music; and a series of genealogy programs.  

Old Business

Cossitt Sign:  There was a question about the color of the lettering – gold or white, or both - to be used on the Cossitt Library sign.  The Board noted all the information on the sign should be easily readable.  It was agreed that using abbreviations for the days is acceptable.  Using white for the hours sign was agreed on.  Ms. Marszycki reported she was told the color of the sign will be the same maroon color as all the Town of Granby signs, which caused concern with Board members who were sure the sign was going to be painted the same red/maroon color as the Cossitt Library building.  

Long-Range Plan:  The Long-Range Plan was presented to the Board of Selectmen at their November 19, 2012 meeting.  The Board of Selectmen voted to approve the Long-Range Plan at their January 7, 2013 meeting.  

Terms Expiring January 2013:  Board members were encouraged to look for an interested volunteer to replace S. Ball.  J. Pizzanello asked about having a student liaison join the Board.  

New Business

Budget – Ms. Marszycki has submitted the 2013-14 Budget to the Town Manager.  She reviewed items in the budget, which include extending Sunday hours, starting in November instead of January and the Library Connections Consortium, including the cost over the next three years.  Becoming a member of the consortium requires a three-year contract.  Ms. Marszycki will email information on the consortium to all Board members for their review.  

She also noted how some line items in the budget have been reconfigured.  Overall, this budget shows a 2% increase over last year.  

There may be an opportunity for a grant through the Hartford Foundation for Public Giving.  This might be helpful with the cost for the consortium.  Ms. Marszycki will look into this.

The next meeting will be Monday, February 11, 2013 at Granby Public Library.
