A new “Pond House” is included in the Capital projects referendum on January 17". The
project is a 3,200 sq ft pre-fabricated building costing $750,000. $250,000 would be
paid through the STEAP Grant received in 2010.

C. 225" CELEBRATION

All 225 Memorabilia was on sale the week before Christmas. Approximately $250-$300
worth of items were sold. Granby Recreation was asked to stop all sales after the sale.
All items are being transferred to the Historical Society and will be sold there. Tom
Tyburski shared that if there were any monies remaining in the 225 account it would be
nice if it could go toward Camp scholarships.

Windsor Federal has said that they received a lot of good press/feedback from being a
225" Celebration sponsor.
