Now is the time to register your child for the Winter 2008 SKI SUNDOWN Programs. Skiing is more popular
than ever with youngsters and this program is a wonderful opportunity for school-age children to regularly
participate in this exciting winter sport. We consider this sports activity as much a learning experience as a
positive, safe and fun recreational experience for your child. Please review the enclosed information carefully and
if you have any questions or concerns, don't hesitate to call me. Registrations are accepted on a first come,
"bus space only”basis. We do NOT accept registrations via phone or e-mail.

This year there are two (2) options:
1) January/February After School Program - Again this year the cost is broken down into 3-hour and 3%-
hour programs: MS/HS will ski from 3:15 - 6:45 and intermediate school students will ski from 4:00
- 7:00. Buses will arrive back in Granby around 7:30. The options and costs for each age group are
different - please read carefully.
2) February Vacation - Tuesday through Friday, ski 12:30-3:30. Buses will depart the MS/HS at 11:45 and
return approximately 4:15. There is one price for all students.

Please Note: all intermediate school skiers/boarders are required to take lessons; however, we
recommend that all skiers, regardless of age, and especially new skiers/boarders, take lessons. Lessons provide
skill development and enforce safe skiing responsibility. Time is provided to learn and develop the movements
required to build self-confidence and skill for this lifetime sport. Snowboard lessons are available for all levels.
Sundown recommends that 3" and 4" graders AND ANY NEW skiers not take snowboarding. If in doubt, call.

SAFETY PROGRAM - presented by Sundown staff
Wednesday, December 5", 7:30PM at Granby Senior/Youth Center.
All new skiers and/or new participants to the program are required to attend with a parent.
A required MS Presentation will be scheduled for all others.
If you are unable to attend the above, you must attend one of the following at Sundown:
11/13 or 11/14 - 7:00PM - Ski Lodge

REMINDER: To insure the safety of our skiers, we now require ALL skiers to wear helmets. Bike helmets are
different than a ski helmet; we suggest getting the proper helmet. See special helmet offer attached.

REFUNDS: Refunds for the January/February After School Program for skiing and lessons will be made only if the
refund request is made in writing to the Recreation Dept. on or before December 13. Refunds for rentals can be
made up to 12/27. All refunds are subject to a $35 administrative fee. NO REFUNDS OR CREDITS ARE ISSUED
FOR ANY REASON AFTER DECEMBER 13 except for the following reasons: 1) transfer by your employer
necessitating a change in residence of more than 60 miles or 2) an injury/illness which prohibits your completion
of the program. Documented proof is required: lllness/injury must be confirmed by a letter from a licensed
physician. Transfer of skiing privileges to another skier is allowed until 12/27. Money transactions must be
handled privately but all paperwork must be filed with the Recreation Dept. prior to the beginning of the
program. No one will be allowed on the bus without the proper paperwork.

The registration deadline for the February Vacation Program is Thursday, January 10 based on space availability.
Requests for refunds for this program must be made by January 24. All other rules for refunds above apply.

Skiing is a dynamic, fluid sport of motion in a winter environment that requires constant awareness and
judgment by skiers to overcome the inherent risks of the sport. Both Granby Recreation Department and Ski
Sundown are committed to ski safety from the beginner to the expert skier. Skiers are required to follow the
RESPONSIBILITY CODE and other listed rules and regulations designed to make the entire trip pleasurable for
all.
