Joan Fox mentioned the closing of the Simsbury Library for renovations and the effect this will have on the Granby Libraries.

MyLibrarydv is a new trial product on the library web page - a pamphlet was handed out.  You need your library card to use this On-Demand Video program.  The library has committed to a 6 month trial period and if it is something that is decided should be continued; it would be approximately $2,500 for an annual fee.  This will be reviewed at the end of the trial period.  An article has been put in the Drummer about this, it’s on the library web page, and pamphlets are available at the libraries.  It was suggested that photocopies be made of the informational pamphlet and slipped into all books being checked out.

Joan handed out the March schedule of events at the libraries and briefly reviewed it.      

Old Business

Long Range Planning Report:  This report has been printed and partially distributed.  It will be presented to the Board of Selectmen at their February 20, 2007 meeting.  Several Board members plan on attending this meeting.  The sub-committee members were acknowledged for their work on this report.  

A brief discussion ensued as to the long range plan of adding onto the existing library building.  As this process begins, money is being requested from the Capital Budget.  

2007-08 Budget:  No changes have been made, yet, to the original.  Monday, March 12th the Library budget will be presented to the Board of Selectmen.  Board members are requested to attend this meeting to show support for the budget requests.  Joan Fox will meet with Selectman Ron Desrosiers prior to this meeting to discuss the budget.  

Status on Cossitt Improvements:  All the new windows have been installed and look nice.  The inside casings on all the windows need to be stained and sealed.  This work has been started in the basement.  Design work is in process for beam placement – north/south underneath windows and east/west beams will connect to the others.  The ceiling will be modified to improve lighting.  There is presently no money in the budget for this project, but it is thought that the money will come partly from Public Works and the Granby Library Association, along with the town pursuing grant money.  The cost is estimated to be $40,000.  The lower staircase and the front stairs need work and it is hoped that the front stairs can be brought back to the original positioning.  The stair work will be part of stage three of the project and is estimated to cost $37,000.

25th Anniversary Celebration:  P. Willis and S. Ball discussed:

· A Proclamation from the Board of Selectmen

· Invitations - to be sent to previous Board members, town officials, etc.

· A display of the history of the Library - in the display case at the Granby Public Library

· Music is being looked into.  Possibly a harpist or High School chorus.  Maybe use two groups within the two hour time frame.  Set up in the reference room.

· Budget - printing costs, food expenses, etc.  Allotting $500 was mentioned.

· Postal cancellation stamp designed with a 25 year Library logo - have available that day for people to stamp their outgoing mail.

· A banner/poster contest.

· Contest for the oldest Library card has been started.  There was an article in the Drummer.

· Are there pictures/movies of the library move from Salmon Brook Street to the present building?  Put an article in the Drummer to see if someone has this.

· PowerPoint presentation.  If pictures can be found, M. Council volunteered to put this together.

· Bookmarks – possibly the youth groups could design and make up, noting the 25 years of service.

D. Rowles said he has the original letter and $1.00 from the Town of Granby for the purchase of the old Library building, now the VNA building.

The next subcommittee meeting will be at the Granby Public Library, February 27th, at 3 p.m.
