Joan Fox spoke about the upcoming programs, such as “One Book One Valley”, April 11th -  Book discussion; a discussion on a book about Post WWII in Hartford, at the Canton Library; a discussion on the book “The Ride Together” about autism in a family, at the Canton Library; Unraveling the Nutrition Maze, the third in a series about nutrition; March 24th, Magician Dan Brown at the Senior/Youth Center; March 20th a book discussion on “Country of the Pointed Furs” at Cossitt Library; discussion group at Cossitt Library – Let’s Talk About It.  

· Connecticut Humanities Council will host a discussion this summer, possibly at Starbucks. 

· Cossitt Library created a new floor plan and re-arranged the children’s room.  A new computer desk is being set up.  

· A college financial aid program was held at Cossitt Library and well attended by parents of high school students. 

· Mrs. C’s two-year-old program is being well attended.  

· The copier company is pulling out the copier from the Library.  It doesn’t make any money.  It will be replaced by the Library, with a small tabletop model.  

· April 18, 2007 – both Libraries will be closed so the staff can attend a training program.  About 14 staff members are signed up.

· Programs for Teens – new programs are being initiated and hopefully will be in place this fall.

· Celebrate Granby will have extended hours this year, until 8 p.m.  The Library may opt out due to the longer hours.

· Summer Reading theme – Reading Road Trip.  Cossitt Library will be doing a Pirate theme.

· High Meadow is sponsoring a Library team for the “Gran Bee”.  The team needs one more member.  It will be held on Friday, March 30th.  

Old Business

Long Range Planning Report:  This report has been presented to the Board of Selectmen at their February 20, 2007 meeting and it seemed to be well received.  Several Board members attended.  Again, the sub-committee members were thanked for their work on this report.  

Status on Cossitt Improvements:  Granby Library Association has made a $500 contribution toward the design work at Cossitt Library.  Windows are all in and still need to be stained.

25th Anniversary Celebration:  S. Ball discussed:

· Invitations - to be sent to previous Board members, town officials, dignitaries, etc.  She handed out a flyer which could be distributed through the schools, businesses in town, and the Libraries.

· Volunteers will provide a vegetable platter, snacks, coffee and punch, and flowers.  Catering this event was mentioned, but there’s no way to tell how many people will attend.  No cake, too messy.  

· A guest book will be set out for visitors to sign and donation forms and “Friends” signup sheets will also be displayed.

· A proclamation from the Town of Granby will be sought.

· Background music is still being looked into.  Possibly a harpist.

· Name tags (a silver star) for the Library Board members.

· Postal cancellation stamp (commemorative) designed with a 25 year Library logo is to be available that day for people to stamp their outgoing mail.

· Stickers will be available for children and a balloon bouquet will be in the children’s room.

· Door prizes (adults & children) – possibly a gift basket, gift cards for bookstores, etc.

· A display of the history of the Library will be in the display case at the Granby Public Library.  L. Lochhead has one of the original shovels used at the groundbreaking ceremony for the Library and will provide it for the display.

Responsibilities at the 25th Celebration, for each Board member, will be distributed at the April meeting.

2007-08 Budget:  There are no funds available in this Budget for a new position at the Library.  The funds collected for lost and/or stolen books were discussed.  It was questioned as to why the money doesn’t stay with the Library, but is given to the General Fund.  

J. Fox was asked to keep a record of the money collected for lost books and report it to this Board on a monthly basis.
