Joan Fox reported on miscellaneous activities:    

· Starting with a thank you to all board members for a fantastic Silver Sunday Celebration.  She gave credit to Public Works and the Library staff who had worked to spruce up the Library for this function.  The Board in turn thanked Joan for all her work to make this celebration a great success.  About 200 people visited the Library’s Silver Sunday Celebration and enjoyed food, entertainment, displays, etc.    

· Deb Roy, a part-time Library staff member, was recently in an auto accident with her family.  Although one of the children remains in the hospital, they are all expected to be fine.   

· InfoAnytime – Joan thanked everyone for their use of this program.  It looks like Manchester Community College won, but this was a great learning experience.  

· Connecticut Library Association Conference was a few weeks ago and 13 staff members attended.  Staff members wrote brief reports on the discussion groups they had attended.  Joan shared these with the Board and noted that it showed positive feedback.  She said it was a great bonding experience for the staff.  Partly due to some information gained at this conference, three staff members are rejuvenating the Teen program this upcoming fall.   

· New Library cards will be issued this fall.  The Camera Club will be taking pictures of scenic Granby to use as backgrounds on the new cards.  The Camera Club will have a display in the Library during the month of June.

· Members received a handout of May’s Library activities.  Joan noted the Meditation program has been postponed.  

· There will be no Library booth at “Celebrate Granby”  (June 9, 2007) this year.

· Joan showed an article and commented on it, regarding the closing of many Libraries in Oregon due to the loss of federal funding.  

 Old Business

25th Anniversary Celebration:  L. Lochhead thanked all the Board members for their help in making this a successful event.  She noted that the turnout was great, the scrapbooks were a big hit, the Proclamations were very nice, and this was a fitting tribute to our Library building.

· Possibly form a study committee for a GPL addition.  Conversation as to who should be on the committee ensued.  Also, how to proceed.  D. Rowles and D. Lydon will talk with a couple of others about starting a committee and also talk with Selectman Ron Desrosiers.  Town Manager, Bill Smith should be notified as to these plans.

New Business   

Paul Willis will resign as of August 1, 2007 leaving one vacancy on this Board.  A letter is forthcoming.  The Board stated they are sorry to see him leave.  He has agreed to help out in the future, where and when he can.

B. Donna said a friend asked about the Library having audio books.  Joan explained that Granby is not involved in the particular program this friend was talking about, as some surrounding towns are, where such books can be taken out.  Due to a cost of $4,000-$5,000 it is not in Granby’s budget to be able to offer this service.  Granby has a MyLibrarydv on-demand video service available, which is somewhat similar, but Joan also reported that this program is not going over very well.  Joan did show a “Playaway” book.  It is a digital audio book, which will be circulated like an audio from the Library.  It is great for travel and comes with a spare battery.  The Library will have between 20 and 50 books by this summer.  These video books cost about $50-$60 each. 

Volunteer Tea – this event will probably e held in late September or October.  It will be discussed at the June meeting.

At the July meeting – look at the calendar for 2008 to schedule meetings.
