Granby Public Library circulation of children’s books and videos is down almost 11% the past fiscal year. Teen use shows a slight decline, and adult circulation is stable. The board discussed possible reasons for the decline in children’s circulation. 

Cossitt Library circulation is up from last year, largely due to recovery from the flood.

Joan Fox reported on the following activities:

(There are already 30 holds for the new Harry Potter book. The library will receive 3 or 4 copies as soon as the book is released.

(Friends of GPL have arranged for storage space for their book sale at the West Granby Post Office. The book sale is scheduled for the last week in September.

(The Cossitt Library Book Sale is scheduled for October 1. There may be a rain date of October 8.

( At the Annual Meeting of the CT Library Consortium Granby, received a certificate, and was recognized as 1st runner up in the InfoAnytime contest.


(Cossitt Library is up and running with the computer circularization program. 


(Rhonda Gilbert and Tanya Hotchkiss are working to re-establish a teen advisory board.

(Upcoming programs include:  a discussion on global warming with meteorologist Art Horn on July 11; a discussion at Cossitt Library on  “Three Cups of Tea” in September; a humanities discussion at Granby Public Library about a true story of life in an Iraqi village; and a discussion of Billy Boyle, a WW II mystery, at Starbuck’s on July 17.

ON A MOTION by Dick Lydon, seconded by Paul Willis, the minutes of the June 11, 2007 meeting were approved as presented (5-0-0).

Old Business

(There is no August meeting. The next meeting will be held at Granby Public Library on Monday, September 10.

(There is a vacancy on the board. Interested individuals should approach their respective town committees

(Lynn Lochhead reported that Bill Kennedy is willing to be part of a needs assessment committee regarding possible expansion of the library. The committee discussed other individuals who might be approached to assist with this committee. A proposal for library expansion would have to be made to the board of selectmen. Joan Fox will talk to Town Manager Bill Smith about whether or not the library already has a “place hold” in the financial plans.

(Tentative dates for a fall tea were suggested. They are October 28 or November 4.  The date will be firmed up before the next meeting.

New Business


Joan reported that the staff will be reviewing the circulation policy. Ideas will be brought to the Library Board in advance of any major changes.  Patron access to circulation records will start in January 2008. 


The chairman expressed thanks to Paul Willis for his years of service to the Library Board. Paul thanked the chairman and the committee, and stated that he will continue to be helpful and supportive of the Library in the years ahead.

ON A MOTION by Paul Willis, seconded by Bob Donna, the board voted unanimously to adjourn the meeting at 8:38 p.m.
