Joan Fox reported on miscellaneous activities:

· Children’s Storytimes begin September 17th.

· Book discussions:  Nathaniel Philbrick's book, Mayflower, may be an upcoming discussion.  Animal, Vegetable, Miracle: A Year of Food Life by Barbara Kingsolver is a great book Joan said and may be one that would be good for a discussion group.  One Book, One Valley – World of Words is a teen read for the week of October 14th.  The first meeting of the new teen group will feature “LOL” (lots of laughs) as a theme.  They plan on having a joke jar.  Basic information as to how to prepare for the SAT’s will be presented for a small group.
· J. Fox and R. Gilbert will attend a Discount Days event to gain information on ordering supplies at the best prices.

· Upcoming events include:  September 25th, Cossitt book Discussion, Three Cups of Tea.  September 28, 29, and 30th, Friends of the Granby Public Library Used Book Sale.  October 1st, GPL presents - Private Lives of Private Eyes by Carol Shmurak, who will be present for a book signing.  October 25th, Guests of the Sheik with discussion leader Marcie Patton of Fairfield University.

· GPL is looking for teens to join the Teen Advisory Group.

Old Business

· New library cards, and the cost, are still being looked into.  Hopefully, new cards will be available for use starting next year.

· Books have been purchased, for both libraries, in honor of former Board member Paul Willis.  L. Lochhead has several names of people who may be interested in being his replacement.  

· Library expansion plans – D. Lydon reported that he, J. Fox, and Bill Haslun met to discus plans.  Items discussed included: how to present plans to the Board of Selectmen; data collected will be gone through and categorized; square footage is being looked into per certain criteria of the state; what are key areas of justification for the library – children’s room too small, inadequate shelf space and staff space, not enough meeting rooms; being prepared with answers to questions from those who may think an addition to the library is not necessary.  Also, staff expansion would be necessary once the library becomes larger.  A presentation to the Board of Selectmen should be a sales presentation – dynamic and incredible.  Linda Veers, who is a retired Librarian from East Granby, will attend the next subcommittee meeting.  She was involved in the expansion of the library in East Granby.  Grant money and how it could be used was briefly discussed.  Also, who could be asked to do the presentation to the Board of Selectmen on behalf of the Expansion Committee.

· Volunteer Recognition Tea:  This will be held Sunday, November 4th at Cossitt Library, from 1 – 3 p.m.  J. Fox will provide a list of volunteers to S. Ball.  Bobbie Sullivan stated that she will be holding her annual Cookbook sale November 3rd and the display is left up for a week.  L. Lochhead and Bobbie Sullivan will talk further, but the Board will move her cookbooks out and put them back in place so the Tea can be held with minimal disruption to the Cookbook sale.  Please come to the October 15th meeting prepared to volunteer what type of food you will be bringing to the Tea.    

New Business   

ACLB meeting is the 12th of October.  J. Fox and L. Lochhead are not available to attend.  If anyone is interested in going, please let J. Fox know.  

M. Council brought information about a DVD available that discusses National Security Letters and it includes the experience some CT librarians recently had.  He thinks it would be a good idea to show the DVD as a public program and he offered to purchase it for both libraries.
Jim Oates dropped off an Invitation to a reception, September 23rd, to honor the retired LAFD Chiefs.  All are invited.

The calendar for next year’s meetings was discussed.  Dates for October and November 2008 need to be confirmed by checking the holiday schedule for town employees.

D. Rowles provided information on the Veterans Day Parade in Hartford on November 4th.  Also, an essay contest for 6, 7, and 8th graders is open to all State of Connecticut students.  This is not intended to be a school project.  The theme is “Why Should We Honor Veterans?”  The winner will be presented with the flag that flies at the State Capitol that day and will ride as a guest in the Veteran’s Day Parade.
